Maharudra Maha Yajna:

Siva is said to please Lord Siva and His bestowing of all the boons on His devotees. Conducting Rudra Abhishekam, Rudraikadashini, 
Ekadasa Rudram and Maha Rudram, each progressively more involved and more difficult to organize and conduct than the preceding 
event, is said to please Lord Siva immensely. Under the cooperation of the Board of Trustees of HMPS and the able leadership of 
Pandit Sivaramakrishnan as Chief Priest, SDT conducted Maharudra Maha Yajna during May 2010 and Athirudra Maha Yajna during 
May 2011. SDT is planning to conduct the Maharudra Maha Yajna on Sunday, April 1, 2012. 
 
Additional, yet equally important, significance of the proposed 4-day Maha Yajna of Sita Rama Gayathri Maha Yajna and Maharudra 
Maha Yajna: Combining these two great events during the auspicious occasion of Sree Rama Navami is a great offering that devotees 
can provide to Lord Rama and Lord Siva. Our hoary scriptures and Ramayana in particular explain and emphasize the connection of 
Rama and Siva. The city of "Rameshwaram" at the tip of South India is famous for its temple and the worship of Lord Rama, Sita and 
Hanumanji as well as Lord Siva. It is said that Rama worshipped Siva before his war against Ravan. Siva in turn has also expressed great 
admiration for Lord Rama. The place ‘Rameshwaram' is said to have both meanings of Rama and Siva as the Lord at Rameshwaram as 
seen by the following explanations – “Ramasya Ishwaraha Rameshwarah” (Rama's ishwara or Lord is Siva at Rameshwara) and also 
“Ramah ishwarah yatra, sa Raneshwarah” (Where Rama is the Lord, that is Rameshwara). When the monkeys wept for their fallen 
friends and relatives after the Lanka war, Lord Rama is said to have promised to them that whosoever offers 'pithru tharpanam' at 
Rameshwaram (rites to the departed souls of one's near and dear ones) will be liberated (will attain moksha). Such connection of Rama 
and Siva is planned to be captured by the 4-day event.  
 
The Board of Trustees of HMPS requests all devotees to attend with family these 4-day celebrations and take the blessings of Lord Sita 
Rama, Hanumanji and Lord Siva and be part of a milestone event at SDT as we celebrate 11th  Anniversary. THANK YOU.
